the expansion of a binomial power.  For example, the binomial expansion of (a + b)3 is 

a3 + 3a2b + 3ab2 + b3


	difference of squares  pg 266

a binomial whose two terms are squares and have a minus sign between them



	factoring by grouping  pg   281

a method for factoring a polynomial in which different terms are first factored from different parts of the polynomial



	factoring completely  pg 268

a polynomial is factored completely if the factors have no common factors other than 1.

	

	Factorization  pg 262

A representation of an expression as a product of two or more expressions



	principle of zero product  pg 286

for any real numbers a and b, if ab = 0, then a = 0 or b = 0;  if a = 0 or if b = 0, then ab = 0.



	Root  pg  288

For a polynomial in one variable, a root is any value of the variable that makes the value of the polynomial equal 0, also called a zero of the polynomial.



	trinomial squares  pg  270

a trinomial that is the square of a binomial
