Tips to a Powerful Presentation
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 FORMCHECKBOX 
Prepare your lecture than cut it, cut it, and cut it

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Talk to your audience, rather than at them

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Involve your audience as much as possible.  Good questions will make a big difference.  www.goodquestions.homestead.com 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Pause briefly each time you make an important point

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Ask questions and then allow for wait time even if it appears they don’t know the answer

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Tell favorite relevant anecdotes/stories

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Give your class a clear expectation about what you are going to tell them.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
If possible use alliteration or mnemonics   WISE

 FORMCHECKBOX 
Give closure and summarize what was discussed at the end.

Problem
Possible Solution

Boredom
Make things relevant – if not, cut it.  Be enthusiastic, vary the pace and maintain eye contact with your class.

Visual Aids/Technology
Make things as seamless as possible.  Visual Aids are very important, but do not over-rely on them.

Poor Behavior in Class
A Positive attitude, energy, preparedness, relevance and enthusiasm will take care of many problems, but not all.  Upon first sign of  problems, STOP, never assume things will get better if ignored.  Threatening will not help, have a plan and follow through.
